Background


This is an excellent project for someone wishing to enter into large scale and not wanting to put out the “big bucks”.  Also, it will give the purchaser the opportunity to place themselves into the final construction phase. The plane is about 80% completed with the hard work done. Just about everything is provided for full completion. I am selling this due to a loss of interest in large scale flying – its just been sitting in the shop too long. 

Basic Construction

· Built up fuselage & tail assembly. Stabilizer reinforced with carbon fiber.

· Foam core wing with balsa sheeting and cap stripping – spruce spars reinforced with carbon fiber.

· Full symmetrical airfoil.

· Fiberglass engine cowl fitted to fuselage and engine, not yet painted.

·  Hatch/cockpit/instrument panel assembly complete and fitted. Canopy not yet attached.

· Aluminum landing gear installed.

· Plug-in wings with aluminum spar.

· Engine and mufflers mounted.

· Fiberglass wheel pants and wheels fitted. 

· Tail wheel assembly mounted.

· Fuselage covered with Monokote – plenty of covering for completion.

· Covering design worked out graphically. Picture does not show brilliance of yellow and green fluorescent covering. This is one plane whose attitude you will not lose in the sky.

Parts provided

· Metal prop drilling jig.

· 3 wooden props: 1 -  24 X 12, 2 – 26X10

· Aluminum spinner.

· 32oz. fuel tank.

· Tail wheel assembly

· Matching spray paint for engine cowl.

· Servos (I believe all extensions present)

· Ailerons – (4) 98oz. coreless, metal gears, 2 each aileron, aluminum arms

· Elevators – (2) 77 oz. metal gear, ball bearing.

· Rudder – (2) 77oz. metal gear, ball bearing.

· Carburetor – Servo mounted and linked.

Power:  3W 80B2 – electronic ignition – 7 ½ H.P. – 80 c.c., not new.
